If you're spending too much time on social
media and are experiencing emotions of unhappiness, discontent, irritation or loneliness, it's
time to re-evaluate your online habits and establish a healthier balance.

Because social media is such a new technology, little study has been done to determine the
long-term effects, good or ill, of its use. Multiple studies, however, have linked extensive social
media use to an increased risk of melancholy, anxiety, loneliness, self-harm and even suicide
ideation. The purpose of social media sites is to capture your interest, keep you online, and
keep you checking your screen for updates. It's how businesses generate money. However,
much like a gambling addiction or a nicotine, alcohol, or drug addiction, social media use may
lead to psychological cravings. When you get a like, a share, or a positive reaction to a post,
your brain releases dopamine, the same ‘reward’ chemical that you get after winning at a slot
machine, eating chocolate, or smoking a cigarette,for example. The more you're rewarded,
the more time you want to spend on social media, even if it has negative consequences in
other areas of your life.
